Thank God that He never 
tempts anyone to sin and 
that He is the one who helps 
you out of temptation.

A temptation is when you have a desire to sin 
(disobey God). Temptations come in many 
ways, but one thing is for sure—temptation to 
sin never comes from God. God is the one who 
helps you get out of temptation.
